Summer Math Suggestions

1. Check out from the library lots of number books  and have your child count the number of objects on each page as you read.

2. Make your own counting books. Each page is a number 1-10. Have your child draw the corresponding number of objects for each page.

3. In the midst of any everyday activity, have your child count the number of objects in any group (ie. Into the shopping cart, number of swings or slides on the playground)

4. Using objects that can be touched and moved, have your child count them as s/he moves them from one location to another (ie, pennies, spoons, buttons, etc.)
